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Land & Sea Conference — Securepay endorsed
by Board for purpose of online payments. If
successful, Finance Officer will investigate
further usage for sale of arts.

Festival—The Board confirmed that “Great
Australian Corroborree” would remain the theme
for the 2007 Indigenous Land and Sea
Conference and Cultural Festival.

Arts Centre—The Board endorsed an ICC
submission for an Arts Centre to be housed at
Girringun.

WTMA CCC—With the resignation of Charlie
Morganson, the Board endorsed that Russell
Butler Jnr is now the WTMA Community
Consultative Committee representative.

New Act—Chair and Executive Officer to invite
ORAC to address Board concerning upcoming
changes to the Act.

IPA—Board approved that Chair and Executive
Officer continue with submission to declare the
TUMRA as an IPA.
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Construction Training Qld (CTQ) — Board
endorsed employment of a Community Support
Officer through CTQ with the position to be
housed at Girringun Aboriginal Corporation.
The Board voiced its support of opportunities
for Regional Consultation meetings with CTQ
and that Girringun facilitates these meetings.

Rainforest Cup—2007 Rainforest Cup will be
hosted by Girringun Aboriginal Corporation and
held in Ingham later this year.

ARC—Lillian Freeman chosen to represent
Girringun on the ARC Advisory Committee until
such time as someone else can be nominated
for this role.



Cultural & Natural Resource Management Unit (CNRM)
(Leigh Pentecost—Manager), Rod Nielson (GIS), Yvonne Muller (Heritage Officer)

In March 2007, Leigh Pentecost and Rod Nielson travelled to Townsville to present Girringun’s cultural heritage
information management methodology to the Traditional Owner groups of Burdekin Dry Tropics NRM and to give an overview of
Girringun’s involvement in natural resource management.

On the 26™ of April 2007, the Tully Times ran an article called “Putting Girringun on the Map”. The article talked about
the use of technology i.e. GPS and GIS (global positioning system and geographical information system) in managing and
mapping cultural heritage. Since then 3 other articles about the unit have appeared in the Tully Times.

In June Rod Nielson attended the Native Title Conference in Cairns. The conference provided Rod with an insight into
some of the intricacies of the native title process. Rod was able to meet with several other GIS analysts who have been working
closely with Aboriginal people in other parts of Australia in cultural heritage and Aboriginal landscape management.

One of the few benefits to come from TC Larry was that the Queensland Government undertook high resolution aerial
photography acquisition over the cyclone impact area. Over Girringun’s area of interest this extends over a triangular area from
Cardwell in the south to Innisfail in the north to Ravenshoe and Koombooloomba Dam in the west. This aerial photography
allows vegetation and infrastructure on the ground to be identified and located.

One of the problems with accurately locating cultural heritage places on the ground using a GPS is the inability to
access properties. Where we have aerial photography coverage comes a long way to overcoming this problem. Recently we
have been able to more accurately locate sites by sitting with Elders who are able to recognise features in the landscape on the
aerial photography and are then able to accurately show where a place is located. The GIS allows us to identify the new (more
accurate) location coordinates which are then used to update the cultural heritage database.

Locations interpreted from the aerial photography are accurate to about 10 metres, which is better than the locations
from many of the previous researchers who were limited by 1:50,000; 1:100,000 and 1:250,000 scale maps or by GPS before
selective availability was switched off in 2001.

Well, we've got another great year of art workshops and exhibitions ahead of us... and of course the upcoming
National Land and see conference and Cultural Festival in October!!

From Februrary to April this year, Girringun weavers from Jumbun and Tully exhibited in the Cairns Regional Art
Gallery Abbott Street window display on the corner of Shield and Abbott Streets, in conjunction with the travelling exhibition by
Arnhem Land weavers called ‘Twinned Together'. This was a great location to exhibit, where lots of people got to see the
beautiful weavings and was great promotion for the artists.

On the 15™ of April, ‘Bunyaydinyu' Rainforest Weaving exhibition opened at the Perc Tucker Regional Gallery in
Townsville. This exhibition runs in the Niche Gallery at the Perc Tucker until the 20™ of May this year and is a great exhibition
of traditional lawyer cane and grass weavings.

The first of our art workshops for the year was a traditional rainforest shield (bigin) making workshop taught by
Clarence Kinjun held from the 28" to the 30" of March. The shield-making workshop ran over three days in which participants
shaped, sanded and made the handle of the shield. On the first day Clarence spoke to traditional owners and Tully High School
Indigenous kids about the shield, shield designs and how the shield was used in the past. The school kids really enjoyed
having a go at shaping the shields and learnt much more about the local rainforest aboriginal culture. A second workshop was
held on the 23™ and the 24™ of May in which the participants designed and painted their shields with traditional coloured ochres
from the area.

During May we held a 3 day Batik wax and dye workshop at Girringun. This proved to be a very popular workshop
with around 20 participants attending the workshop over the three days. Workshop artists created designs with wax on fabric
and then dyed scarves, sarongs and T-shirts at the workshop to create amazing wearable artworks.

Girringun artists also exhibited in the National Native Title Conference Exhibition held from the 6-8" of June. Artists
also exhibited at the Hinchinbrook Regional Art Gallery from the 25" of May to the 11" of June.

And there's more coming up!!!
Eleven Girringun artists were also selected for the NAIDOC exhibition — 50 Years Looking Forward, Looking Blak,

being held at COCA (the Contemporary Art Gallery) in Cairns from the 11" of June to the 11™ of August. The official opening of
the festival will be held on the 6" of July. Everyone is welcome to attend to support our artists.
